MOBILE PHONES : YEARS 7-11
The DCSF (i.e. the Government) is urging Headteachers to take robust action over what is becoming a serious problem in many schools nationally.  

The school’s policy and procedures with regard to pupils in Years 7 – 11 and mobile phones is as follows:
· Mobile phones must not be brought into school.

· In exceptional circumstances, pupils may bring a mobile phone in a named, sealed envelope, deposit it at Reception on arrival and collect it at the end of the school day.

· Pupils wishing to make a call in the school day (breaktime/ lunchtime), may do so at Reception at a charge of 10p (50p for mobiles).

· Parents/Carers wishing to contact their child may leave a message at Reception, which will be passed on.

If a pupil is found with a mobile phone in school, it will be confiscated and only returned when collected by a parent.  Please ensure your child is aware of this.
Thank you for your support in ensuring mobile phones are not brought in to school.
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
