Enrichment and Extension

Parents’ Guide 2011-12

The purpose of this guide is to describe our approach and outline the provision for More Able, Gifted and Talented pupils at Hanham High School in order that we can work together in extending opportunities for the more able pupils.

‘More Able’, ‘Gifted’ and ‘Talented’

Some pupils perform at a high level across a broad range of subjects and are described as ‘Gifted’. Other pupils have a particular strength in, perhaps, one area of the curriculum and are described as ‘talented’ in that subject. Other pupils have performed particularly well in formal tests or exams and are therefore ‘More Able’. We use a wide range of criteria because able children have their own unique characteristics and needs. 

‘Extension’ and ‘Enrichment’

There are two aspects of provision for able pupils: what happens in the classroom (extension) and what extra-curricular activities are available (enrichment). This guide contains a summary of the extension and enrichment activities taking place this year, with enrichment activities in italics.

Teaching Approaches 

The most effective teaching of gifted and talented learners:
· adds breadth (e.g. enrichment through a broader range of experiences and tasks) 

· gives depth (e.g. extension through more detail and complexity) 

· accelerates the pace of learning 

· promotes independence 

· supports reflection and self-evaluation
Extension

The key to successful extension is to provide activities that require able pupils to analyse, evaluate and create. These are higher order learning skills that able pupils should use on a regular basis and that all pupils should have the opportunity to develop. The activities outlined in this programme are therefore sometimes special events or tasks specifically designed for able pupils and sometimes an opportunity for all pupils to develop these learning skills. Planning of enrichment activities continues through the school year as new opportunities arise and pupils’ interests and aptitudes develop. As a result, you will find that that the programme for the earlier part of the year is, in some respects, better defined and that other activities are added during the year.

PLTS
Within the subject sections of this guide you will also find reference to specific PLTS (Personal, Learning and Thinking Skills) that we believe are particularly important for each subject. The PLTS statements can also be found in ‘The Hanham Way’ pages of the pupil planner.
Further Reading

We have provided references for parents and pupils of further reading and useful websites. The intention here is to provide access to information and resources that may support learning and act as a stimulus for individual research and discovery.

Masterclasses and Projects
In addition to the enrichment activities referred to in this guide, we shall also be running additional masterclasses and projects for able pupils in all years. Masterclasses may have a subject focus or may aim to develop thinking skills, research techniques or revision and exam preparation skills. 

We will also continue to expand the involvement of able pupils within the school by running ‘pupil voice’ projects. In these, pupils will be consulted on their views and needs, and be involved in evaluating and contributing to the review of school policy and provision.
Growth Mindsets

We are also working with able pupils to help them to reflect on their own perceptions of themselves as learners and how they experience both success and failure. Pupils who believe that intelligence can be grown and improved – the growth mindset – tend to persevere for longer, believe in effort and display less helplessness after setbacks.
